Classified Sites Put Work Up for Grabs 

Here are some of the best online job sites.


American Copy Editors Society -- http://groups.yahoo.com/group/ACESjobs. 
This Yahoo Group is loaded with both freelance and staff copy editing 
opportunities. If you like to edit, you can keep busy from work offered on 
this board. 

American Association of Sunday and Feature Editors - 
 http://www.aasfe.org/jobs/index.php. Although this active newspaper job board 
is filled with staff positions for feature writers and editors, it's a 
good way for a freelancer to find out what papers have vacancies and might 
be in the market for a freelance piece or two – just to fill in. 

American Society of Business Publication Editors -- http://www.asbpe.org/. 
The Job Connection on the left rail is updated about once a week. Most of 
the jobs are full-time position at trade publications, though many can be 
done remotely. About once a month, you'll find a freelance job. If you 
join the organization for $75 per year, you’ll get access to the 
searchable member directory, which is a great resource if you’re trying to 
sell a re-slant of a business story. 

Association for Journalism in Education and Mass Communications -- 
http://aejmc.org/_jobs/online_ads/index.php.This is a professional organization for 
journalism educators. It’s a good place to look for teaching jobs. 

Berkeley Graduate School of Journalism -- 
http://journalism.berkeley.edu/jobs/listings.php?view=job. This job board 
is West Coast oriented. You can sign up to get the jobs e-mailed to you on 
Sunday, but if you go that route, you’ll miss the best freelance 
opportunities, because people who read the site during the week will snap 
them up. 

Copyeditor.com -- http://jobs.copyeditor.com/home/index.cfm?site_id=502
This is a great newsletter for wordsmiths, and the job board is equally 
good. The newsletter requires a $69 annual subscription; the job board 
doesn’t. It’s free. There are tons of freelance editing opportunities 
here, and occasionally a writing opportunity or two. 

Craigslist -- http://www.iwantmedia.com/craigslist/index.html or 
www.craigslist.com. Each city has a Writing/Editing link under its Jobs 
link. The best of them are predictably New York City, San Francisco, 
Boston and Chicago, but opportunities turn up in smaller places too. You 
have to look hard to separate the pearls from the dreck. If you don’t have 
enough patience to click on each one, then instead click on the iwantmedia 
link above, and you can go from there directly to the largest Craigslist 
writer/editor sites. 

Editorial Freelancers Association -- http://www.the-efa.org/. Joining 
costs $95 per year unless you live in the New York City area, where it 
costs $115. Receiving the e-mail job list costs another $25, no matter 
where you live. The job lists come almost daily. Three-quarters of the 
jobs are for editors, and they are often staff positions. The other 
quarter are freelance jobs for writers, but they are often very 
specialized or technical jobs. It’s hard to justify the investment if you 
don’t usually do this sort of work. 

Ed2010 -- http://www.ed2010.com/. This site is owned by a couple of young 
magazine editors who hope to reach their dream magazine job in three years. 
Click on Jobs for a list of editorial openings and freelance 
opportunities, mostly in New York City. If you’re interested in on-site 
freelance, there are lots of opportunities here. 

Emma’s List -- http://www.emmasciencewriter.com/. Emma Hitt 
is a science writer who publishes her own Yahoo! list of writing 
opportunities. Sign up to have it delivered via e-mail nearly daily. The 
jobs here tend to require lots of science writing experience and 
credentials. If that’s you, it’s a great resource. 

Investigative Reporters and Editors -- http://www.ire.org/jobs/look.html. 
All mediums are represented here, including some requests for freelancers 
for print, online and TV. The assignments are always hard-hitting. 

International Association of Business Communicators -- 
http://jobs.iabc.com/c/search_results.cfm?site_id=65. This board contains 
primarily public relations and communications jobs. It’s a great place if 
you’re looking for agencies to pitch for freelance assignments. 

JournalismJobs.com -- http://www.journalismjobs.com/. This site is co-sponsored by Columbia University and is the best online site for editorial news jobs with journalistic organizations. There are always a few freelance listings, but most of the advertisers hope to find on-site staffers. 

Journalism Next -- 
http://www.journalismnext.com/search_result.cfm?categoryid=0. Advertisers 
here are trying to reach minority journalists, including freelancers. If 
you fall into that category, you'll probably have a better chance of 
landing one - but often ethnicity doesn’t seem to make any difference. 

Magazine Publishers Association -- http://jobs.magazine.org/. A short list 
of magazine jobs, almost always staff positions and not necessarily in 
editorial. Hardly worth listing. 

MediaBistro.com -- http://www.mediabistro.com/joblistings. Most of the freelance jobs here are for departments other than editorial, but once in awhile there's a goody. A $49 annual subscription is required.

National Association of Real Estate Editors -- http://www.naree.org/. Job 
listings are at the bottom of the left rail. The site is updated about 
once a week. While there's usually at least one freelance ad here, they 
are usually pretty location-specific. 


National Conference of Editorial Writers - http://www.ncew.org/. This 
organization is comprised of newspaper editorial page staff. The job board 
is surprisingly active. Once in awhile there’s an ad for a freelance 
columnist. 

NewsJobs.net -- http://www.newsjobs.net/. This site links to other job 
sites, including most of the large publishers’ in-house sites. You'll find 
some good but obscure ones, like Book Builders of Boston 
(http://www.bbboston.org/pageJobs.cfm), which hires project editors on a 
contract basis. 

Online News Association -- http://www.journalists.org/. Editors from all 
sorts of Web-based news organizations are active in this organization, and 
their contact info is listed in its searchable directory. Membership is 
$50 per year, and the board has to approve your application. Anybody who 
has written for a Web site will qualify. The job board is small, but the 
work that’s posted there - often really interesting - is rarely is posted 
anywhere else. 

Society of American Business Editors and Writers Inc. -- 
http://www.sabew.org/. The Careers section is open to members only. 
Membership is $50 per year, and only business writers are eligible (you 
supply a list of places where your work has been published). The ads are 
updated at least once a week. Jobs run the gamut from positions in 
business marketing departments to newspaper business sections. A good 
freelance opportunity pops up about once a month.

FreelanceDaily.net - http://www.freelancedaily.net/. This site compiles listings from Craigslist and some other jobboards. For $29 a month, it is e-mailed to subscribers five days a week. Making a habit of checking your favorite sites daily can help you beat the rush.
